What To Expect:
Some trails and park
features may be temporarily
closed for public safety
when work is being done in
the area. 

Workers will cut down the
invasive plants, chip and
spread them back on the
site. The only exception is
tree-of-heaven, which will be
treated and left standing
until dead. Herbicide will be
applied by a licensed
pesticide applicator.

All native trees and shrubs
will be left standing.
