Arrests
A total of 312 arrests were made during the 1st Quarter of 2016. Seven of the arrests were juveniles and the rest were
adults. 47 of the arrests were felonies and the other 262 were misdemeanor arrests.

Traffic Activity

During the 1st Quarter of 2016 a total of 1,062 traffic stops were made resulting in 377 citations and 493 written warnings
being issued. There were 35 DUI citations, 3 juvenile citations and 339 municipal traffic citations issued. There were 106
crashes submitted to the State in the first quarter of 2016. Officers issued 72 citations as a result of these accident
investigations.
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Fire & EMS Activity

2015 marked the 200" anniversary of the Fire Division. During those years, many things have changed and the Fire
Division has continued to evolve, but our mission to save life and property still remains our top priority. As we reflect back
on our history and tradition we have much to be proud of. Since the Fire Division was founded in 1815, over 500 members
and 12 Fire Chiefs have served. Present day, members include a full-time Fire Chief, Administrative Assistant, three Fire
Captains, three Fire Lieutenants, five part-time fire lieutenants, a Fire Marshall and 50 part-time firefighter paramedics.

Over the years our responsibilities have expanded beyond fighting fires. We respond to motor vehicle extrications,
medical helicopter landing zones, hazmat incidents and swift water rescues.. Our members are a dedicated group of
professionals that provide a valuable service at a very reasonable cost to the taxpayers. As we move forward, we will
continue to strengthen our commitment to serving the community with our core values of quality, integrity, strong
stewardship, innovation and teamwork.

Semi Rollover

Lebanon fire crews responded to a semi-tractor trailer rollover on RT 63. On scene,fire crews found the semi lying on its
side in the ditch between two utility poles. The giant rig went off the right side of the road rolling over to avoid hitting
another vehicle that attempted to make a left turn. The semi driver walked away without injury and the contents of the
trailer intact.Fire crews remained on the scene for several hours with the roadway partially shutdown until two heavy duty
wrecker services could respond and get the giant rig back on its wheels and towed away.



Main St Fire

Lebanon Fire crews responded to a call for heavy smoke coming from a home on Main St. On-scene, fire crews
encountered heavy smoke and flames coming from the second story of a multifamily residence and a report of people
injured. A rapid sizeup of the scene revealed a need for a multiple fire company response and a medical helicopter. All
occupants were out of the residence and accounted for with one middle aged male with severe burns to his body. The
male was quickly removed from the scene and transported by ground ambulance to a medical helicopter at the
fairgrounds where he was airlifted to Miami Valley Hospital. The male received severe burns while trying to push a
burning couch out the front door of the residence. Fire crews fought the blaze defensively and brought it under control in a
short time. Towers from Deerfield Fire and Clearcreek Fire were deployed and used to suppress the fire on the roof. Fire
companies from Turtle Creek Township, Franklin City, and Wayne Township were on scene for more than three hours
and Main St was closed until the fire was suppressed and the building was prepared for boardup.

Fire Prevention

Fire Marshal Robert Hathorn completed, 161 building inspections, 36 plan reviews, 3 home inspections for child adoption,
37 Knox box installations with key placement, 1 smoke detector install, 19 construction meetings, 1 fire drill, 1 fire
investigation, and a presentation to the Lebanon Rotary.

Community Education
Fire Lieutenant Harry Lyons instructed 4 CPR and 2 First Aid Classes resulting in approximately 50 adults receiving CPR
and First Aid Certifications.

Calls for Service

Fire crews answered 136 fire related calls, provided Mutual Aid to other fire companies 12 times, and assisted EMS crews
with calls 137 times. Fire loss was estimated at $530,000.00.

EMS crews answered 620 EMS related calls, 421 patients were transported to area hospitals and 1 air transport was
made to Miami Valley Hospital.
